	If a flag S is displayed at any mark, that mark shall be left on the required side and boats shall then proceed directly to the Finish, leaving out any further marks of the course.

	WINDWARD MARK

	
	The RC may set a windward mark to obtain a start to windward, if necessary. If the windward mark is set, it will be approximately one nautical mile from the starting line and the RC will, before the warning signal, display Flag O over a Red quadrangle which indicates the mark shall be left to port, or Flag O over a Green triangle indicating the mark shall be left to starboard.

	The Start will be in course area C

	The Starting line will be between staff displaying orange flag on RC boat at the starboard and staff displaying orange flag on a buoy at the port-end.

	THE FINISH

	The Finish will be in Särkänsalmi appr N 60º08´9    E 24º58´1

	The Finishing line will be between two Cable sigins.

	TIME LIMIT

	
	The time limit for first boat to finish will be 18 hours. Boats failing to finish within 180 minutes after the first boat of her group  sails the course and finishes, shall be scored with the number of points equal to the number of boats that have started and finished within the time limit, plus 1. This changes RRS 35 and A4.

	FINISHING BY NIGHT

	
	Boats that finish by night shall illuminate their numbers when finishing, and in case of doubt shall try to identify themselves to the RC after finishing.
